EDITORIAL

In 2015, our professors and colleagues Marta Botikova and Anna (Hanka)
Hl68kova each celebrated her 60" birthday. In honor of that milestone, this 37
volume of Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica: An International Review of Slovak
and Slavic Ethnology is dedicated specifically to them. Our jubilarians can be
proud of their impressive body of professional, academic, and personal research;
however, we believe that a great many more accomplishments still lie ahead of
them.

Our firstjubilarian, from Bratislava, and our second, from Kosice, both resolved
to study ethnography at the Faculty of Philosophy, Comenius University; both
successfully completed their studies and graduated in 1978. Their professional
commitments separated them for a time, but in 1990, they were reunited at their
alma mater, where they work to this day in the current Department of Ethnology
and Museology (in the Ethnology and Cultural Anthropology Division). For
more than twenty years they have been creating a definitive core of work,
which continues to shape the professional and pedagogical orientation towards
ethnology which characterizes the department in Bratislava. Marta Botikova
is dedicated primarily to topics which include ethnic issues, the family, and
biographical research into the lives of women. Hana Hloskova, a folklorist,
focuses on biographical narrative, folktales, and issues in the study of folklore.
Apart from their other work, they connect with one another through their shared
interest in history.

Also of importance is the organizational work of our two jubilarians. Hanka
Hloskova is the executive director of Slavisticka folkloristika and Ethnologia
Slovaca et Slavica; for many years, she worked as the managing editor of
Slovensky narodopis and was also chair of the Society of Slovak Ethnographers.
Marta Botikova was chair of the department from 2003 to 2015. Our jubilarians
have been practicing outstanding pedagogy for nearly a quarter of a century,
during which, with open hands and open hearts, they have generously handed
their knowledge down to their students. In addition to preparing lectures and
conducting seminars, they work with students who are completing their studies
or finishing work on their dissertations, after which they review and assess the
work. In addition, they challenge and counsel their students in both professional
and personal matters.



The current issue reflects the pedagogical expertise of Marta Botikova and
Hana Hl6skova and is dedicated to 37 years of Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica. The
issue features the work of their former students, students whose dissertation and
diploma work our jubilarians supervised. With the exception of this introductory
tribute, we focus on their work in this current issue:

In “Body Stories of Skills and Sorrows: Small Stories, Triggered by Material
Artefacts, Carried by Emotions,” Asa Ljungstrom, a Swedish folklorist and
lecturer, addresses family stories of cultural heritage, gender, and life values
— small stories connected by handmade artefacts for use at home.

In “Conspiracy Theories and Their Argumentation Strategies as an Example
of Ideological Discourses,” Zuzana Panczova presents the genre of conspiracy
theories as an argumentative type of narrative with a strong ideological
background.

In “The One-Child Pest Is Now Affecting the Body of the Slovak Nation
(Bazovsky 1929): On Restricted Reproduction in Southern Slovakia in the First
Half of the 20" Century,” Juraj Majo and LCubica Volanska discuss perceptions
of a specific restricted fertility practice (the one-child system strategy) used in
south-central Slovakia in the 1920s and 1930s.

In “Family in the Process of Re-emigration in Slovakia from 1946 to 1948,”
Katarina Oc¢kova examines the role of family as well as transformations in
the family and family relations during the process of migration from southern
Hungary to Slovakia.

In “Ethnochoreology in Practice: The Need to Apply Ethnochoreolgoy
to Folk Dance Pedagody as Practice in the Folklorism Movement,” Katarina
Babcakova deals with dance anthropology and ecology, ethnochoreological
disciplines that analyze traditional folk dance in its anthropological, historical-
geographic, cultural-social, psychological, and symbolic contexts, including their
role in pedagogy and the staging of folk dance in the practice of the folklorism
movement.

We close this introduction with blessings for our jubilarians, for Marta
Botikova from Miroslava Bobakova, and for Hanka Hl6skova from Zuzana
Panczova, together with selections from their bibliographies.

We believe that in this collection you will find stimulating work to read.

EDITORIAL

V roku 2015 oslavili nase ucitel’ky a kolegyne — Marta Botikova a Anna
(Hana) Hloskova okrahlych 60. rokov. Tridsiaty siedmy roc¢nik zbornika Eth-
nologia Slovaca et Slavica je venovany prave im. Za jubilantkami leZzi mnoho
profesionalnych, vedeckych i osobnych vysledkov, ale verime, ze mnohé le-
zia eSte aj pred nimi. Ved’ Coze je to Sest'desiatka... Prva, rodacka z Bratislavy
a druha z Kosic, sa rozhodli pre studium narodopisu na Filozofickej fakulte UK,
ktoré Gispesne absolvovali v roku 1978. Ich pracovné posobiska sa na urcity ¢as
rozdelili, ale v 90. rokoch sa opétovne zisli na svojej Alma mater, kde pdsobia
na sucasnej Katedre etnologie a muzeologie (v Sekcii etnologie a kultirnej an-
tropologie) dodnes. UZ viac ako dve desatrocia tvoria jej urcujuce jadro, ktoré
formuje odbornu a pedagogicku orientaciu etnologie na bratislavskej katedre.
Marta Botikova sa primarne venuje téme rodiny, biografickému vyskumu zien
a etnickej problematike. Folkloristka Hana Hloskova sa zaobera vyskumom
biografickych narativov, povesti a témou folklorizmu. Obe spaja, okrem iného,
aj spolo¢ny zaujem o dejiny discipliny. Vyznamna jej tieZ organiza¢na ¢innost’
oboch jubilantiek. Hana Hlo6skova je vykonnou redaktorkou Slavistickej folk-
loristiky, Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica, dlhorocné posobila ako vedica redak-
torka Slovenského narodopisu, tiez ako predsednicka Narodopisnej spolocnosti
Slovenska. Marta Botikova viedla v rokoch 2003 az 2015 pracovisko ako vedica
katedry. Jubilantky uz priblizne jedno Stvrt'storoCie vyrazne pedagogicky po-
sobia a odovzdavaju Studentom z pIného priehrstia svojich vedomosti. Okrem
vedenia prednaSok a semindrov, su skolitel’kami zaverecnych a dizerta¢nych
prac, posudzovatel’kami, oponentkami i ochotnymi radkynami v odbornych, ale
i neraz i v l'udskych tazkostiach svojich zverencov.

Prave casti vysledkov tohto pedagogického pdsobenia Marty Botikove;j
a Hany Hlo6skovej je venovany aj 37. ro¢nik Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica.
Predstavuju ho texty byvalych Studentiek, ktoré jubilantky viedli ako Skolitel’ky
ich dizertacnych ¢i diplomovych prac. Uverejiiujeme ich v predkladanom cisle
s vynimkou uvodného prispevku.

Ten patri docentke Asi Ljungstrom, $vedske;j folkloristke, ktora sa vo svojom
texte ,,Body Stories of Skills and Sorrows: Small Stories, Triggered by Material
Artefacts, Carried by Emotions® (,,Telesné pribehy o zru¢nostiach a strastiach:



malé pribehy sprevadzané emodciami vyvolané materidlnymi predmetmi) ve-
nuje malym narativom o kultirnom dedi¢stve, rode, hodnotach Zivota, ,,malym
dejindm“ spojenych s ru¢ne vyrobenymi Gzitkovymi predmetmi.

Nasleduje stadia Zuzany Panczovej ,,Conspiracy theories and their argumen-
tation strategies as an example of ideological discourses® (,,Kon$piracné tedrie
a ich argumentacné stratégie ako priklad ideologického diskurzu‘). Text pred-
stavuje zaner konSpiracnych teorii ako argumentativny typ rozpravani so silnym
ideologickym pozadim.

Dalsia $tidia Juraja Maja a Lubice Volanskej ,,The one-child pest is now
affecting the body of the Slovak nation (Bazovsky 1929): On restricted repro-
duction in southern Slovakia in the 1st half of the 20th century” (,,Nakaza jed-
nodetnosti zasahuje telo slovenského naroda (Bazovsky 1929): K obmedzenej
reprodukcii na juznom Slovensku v 1. polovici 20. storocia”) sa venuje vhimaniu
Specifickému zvyku regulacie porodnosti (,,stratégia jedného dietata“) na juhu
stredného Slovenska v 20. a 30. rokoch 20. stor. Text Katariny Ockovej ,,Family
in the process of re-emigration in Slovakia from 1946 to 1948” (,,Rodina v pro-
cese reemigracie na Slovensko v rokoch 1946 az 1948”) sa zaobera lohou ro-
diny a jej premenami v obdobi st'ahovania sa krajanov z juzného Mad’arska na
Slovensko.

V studii ,,Ethnochoreology in practice. The need to apply ethnochoreology to
the folk dance pedagogy in the folklorism movement practice” (,,Etnochoreolo-
gia v praxi. Potreba zaélenenia etnochoreologie do pedagogiky 'udového tanca
v praxi folklorneho hnutia“) sa jej autorka Katarina Bab¢akova venuje tanecne;j
antropoldgii a ekoldgii, etnochoreologickym disciplinam, ktoré analyzuju tra-
di¢ny l'udovy tanec v jeho antropologickom, historicko-geografickom, psycho-
logickom a symbolickom kontexte. Tiez ich rolam v pedagogike a inscenacii
I'udového tanca v praxi folklérneho hnutia.

Zaver zbornika patri pozdravom nasim jubilantkdm — Marte Botikovej (od
Miroslavy Bobakovej) a Hane Hl6skovej (od Zuzany Panczovej) spolu s vybe-
rom z ich bibliografie. Verime, Ze v zborniku najdete podnetné texty pre svoje
Citanie.
