Zvazok Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica 34, 2011 bol venovany 90. vyrociu
zacatia vyucby narodopisu na Filozofickej fakulte Univerzity Komenského. Pri
tej prilezitosti sme aj v redakcii sumarizovali doterajSie vysledky, koncepciu,
no tiez organiza¢né podmienky vydavania naSej roCenky, ktora do roku 1991
vychadzala pod nazvom Ethnologia Slavica. Stale mame na paméti zameranie
a vedecké ambicie, ktoré dali nasej rocenke do vienka jej zakladatelia v pamédtnom
roku 1968 — publikovat’ prispevky s dérazom na komparativny, respektive sla-
visticky zamerany pristup. Predchadzajici zvdzok sme venovali problematike
identity v jej SirSom chapani.

Predlozeny zvdzok Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica prinasa prispevky, ktoré nie
su viazané jednotiacou témou, no predstavuju pestri mozaiku tém a pristupov,
ktoré autori uplatnili pri ich koncipovani. Prispevok A. Brzozowskej — Krajky
(Pol'sko) a Roberta A. Orra (Kanada) reflektuje aktualny stav a problémy slavis-
ticky zameranych vyskumov v Amerike, problematiku neosamanizmu z rodového
hladiska skamala T. Buzekova (Slovensko), autoobrazu a heteroobrazu goralov
sa venuje V. Bagin (Slovensko/Pol'sko), metodologické problémy a prvé vysledky
terénnych vyskumov problematiky medzikultirnej komunikacie v konkrétnej
lokalite predstavila L. Simekova (Slovensko), dielom chorvatskeho kronikara
J. Treuera pdsobiaceho na Slovensku na prelome 19. a 20. stor. sa zaoberala
M. Botikova. Specialne zameranie ma prispevok G. V. Cubimovovej (Rusko),
venujuci sa sémantike snehu v obradoch kalendarneho cyklu ruského obyvatel'stva
Sibire. Pri prilezitosti 300. vyrocia popravy zbojnickeho kapitana J. JanoSika sa
V. Gasparikova (Slovensko) venovala zbojnickej tradicii v kolektivnej historickej
pamati na Slovensku. Zvdzok uzavieraju rubriky, venované personaliam a recen-
ziam ¢i informaciam o publikaciach: M. Botikova — K. Pekafova (Slovensko),
P. Tisliar (Slovensko). Spomienkovym prispevkom M. Parikovej sme sa rozlucili
s dlhoro¢nym ¢lenom Redakénej rady ESeS, prof. PhDr. Bohuslavom Benesom,
DrSc., ktory nas definitivne opustil v lete uplynulého roka.
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The volume Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica 34 (2011) was dedicated to the
90th anniversary of the beginning of instruction in ethnography at the Faculty
of Arts, Comenius University in Bratislava. On this occasion our editorial board
summarized the results and concept and the organizational conditions of the
publication of our annual journal, which had borne the title Ethnologia Slavica
until 1991. We still endeavour to respect the focus and scholarly ambitions which
its founders envisioned for this annual journal in the memorable year of 1968 and
publish contributions with emphasis on a comparative or possibly Slavonic
studies-oriented approach. The previous year’s volume was devoted to the issue
of identity in its broadest sense.

The present issue of Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica brings contributions which
are not united by one common theme, but represent a varied mosaic of themes and
approaches. Anna Brzozowska—Krajka (Poland) and Robert A. Orr (Canada) have
contributed a paper which reflects the current state and problems related to research
in Slavonic studies in the United States, Tatiana Buzekova (Slovakia) explores
neoshamanism from a gender perspective, V. Bagin (Slovakia/Poland) deals
with the auto-image and the hetero-image of the Goral people, L. Simekova
(Slovakia) outlines the methodological issues and first results of field research
into intercultural communication at a particular location and Marta Botikova
focuses on the work of Croatian chronicler J. Treuer who lived and worked in
Slovakia at the turn of the 20th century. G. V. Ljubimova (Russia) has contributed
an article which focuses on the semantics of snow in the rituals of a calendar cycle
of Siberia’s Russian population. Viera Gasparikova (Slovakia) deals with robber
tradition in collective historical memory in Slovakia to mark the tricentennial
of the execution of the robber captain Juraj Janosik. The volume is concluded
with sections dedicated to personalities, book reviews and book information by
Marta Botikova and Katarina Pekarova (Slovakia) and Pavol Tisliar (Slovakia).
M. Parikova’s obituary bids farewell to the long-time member of our Editorial
Board, Prof. PhDr. Bohuslav Benes, DrSc., who passed away last summer.

The present volume also includes a bibliography of contributions which were
published in Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica in 1969 — 2012. It was compiled by
P. Stano, N. Holubova and M. Nemec (Slovakia).
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
