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Summary

Presentation of the results of the grant project at the World Symposium in New Zealand

The International Symposium of Adapted Physical Activities (ISAPA) was held at the University of Otago in
Dunedin, New Zealand, from 25 June to 29 June 2023. It brought together experts in disability sport, inclusive
physical and sport education as well as adapted physical activities. The symposium featured 68 oral
presentations, 8 workshops, 24 poster presentations and 9 invited speakers. From Slovakia, the symposium was
attended by two delegates from the Faculty of Education of Comenius University in Bratislava, Assoc. prof.
Dagmar Nemcek, PhD. and Mgr. Petronela Ladeckd, PhD., who orally presented partial results of the KEGA
grant project No. 051UK-4/2022. Mrs. Nemcek presented two papers at the symposium entitled "Onset of
functional disability and quality of life and well-being in older adults in Europe" and "Pupils with intellectual
disability in inclusive physical education from the perspective of primary and high school students" and Mgr.
Ladecka with one paper entitled "Using physical activity to decrease the challenging behaviour of students with
disabilities (good practice)". The presented papers of the Slovak delegates attracted the attention of the expert
audience, as they were the subject of extensive discussion. The delegates took away a lot of professional
experience from the symposium, which also enriched their expertise and gained new inspiration for their grant
task, which they will capitalize on at home and provide Slovak teachers in the workshop with new knowledge
beneficial to their teaching practice. We would like to thank the Ministry of Education, Science, Research and
Sport of the Slovak Republic for allowing the KEGA project researchers to travel to such a highly professional
symposium, where the best experts in the field of inclusive physical and sport education met and exchanged their
